The gold star memorializes those who fell defending our Nation.  The green field represents the hallowed ground where all rest eternally.”  In addition, our gratitude to Mr. Jim Parks, creator of the flag that commemorates those who have given back to the United States.  Special thanks to the Sonoma Veterans Memorial Park Association for donating this flag to the V.V.G.S.Q.  It will be hoisted at all our meetings and special events as well as this Veterans’ Day Roll Call, Honoring those who have fallen.  Thanks Mr. Rooke for bringing this flag into the group.  It is an asset that is very significant to our groups’ purpose.
NEW BUSINESS:
            Mr. Schuhmacher asked Mr. Snider to address the membership regarding the Kid Cat hygiene drive for 
children.  Mr. Snider reported to the group how and why the VVGSQ became involved.  To date, 
representatives of the VVGSQ have attended two meetings to discern what involvement if any the 
VVGSQ will utilize in support of Kid Cat.
